Do vou know that people celebrate World Chocolate Day? It takes place every year on 7 July. We
cannot imagine our life without chocolate. We eat chocolate sweets, and we drink hot and cold
chocolate drinks. The chocolate we eat today 15 made from a lot of different ingredients. but the
most important one 15 cacao beans.

The story of cacao beans and their long journey fo shops and supermarkets all over the world started
hundreds of years ago in Mexico. Cacao trees can grow in places where the temperature is high and
it 1s rainy and they originally grew in the Yucatan Peninsula.
